Strawberry (version 5.6) project-based asset management software adds new Visual Highlighting
and Task Completion features to approval workflow in Adobe Premiere Pro CC and After Effects CC

CC. As part of the Communications System released earlier this year with Strawberry 5.4, editors
are notified as soon as a producer or a client has highlighted his/her content and provide feedback
without having to leave After Effects® CC or Adobe® Premiere® Pro CC.

e A variety of shapes and a freehand tool
o A predefined set of highlighting colors
e Undo, redo and deletion functions

Also, tasks can be assigned to different artists or users, who can mark them as completed. In
conjunction with Strawberry’s Communications System, the artists, management, and even
customers can simply see what items are still open and be notified when they are finished.

“Many of our customers have been asking for better ways to collaborate across web interfaces &
creative applications,” mentions Marco Stahl, Product Owner for Strawberry. “The drawing tool



delivers that and more, and with our tight integration with the Adobe video apps, designers, editors
and producers can all contribute more visually and more effectively.”
